The minutes of October 15, 2009 were acceptable as circulated. Cadwallader abstained. 

Judy Doherty announced our appointment as commissioners was approved by the Selectboard on November 16, 2009 effective September 2009.

BYLAWS

Strauss circulated the revised draft of the bylaws. Revisions proposed at last month’s meeting were reviewed. Two additional revisions were made:

In PURPOSE section:

On line 4, add a semi-colon after housing.

In REMOVAL section:

Revise #2 to read: Any member who fails to regularly attend meetings of the commission may be dismissed upon hearing and notice properly given. 

Motion made by Winter, Altobelli seconded that the proposed bylaws be approved with corrections. Motion carried unanimously.

OPERATING FUNDS

We asked Judy to clarify with Town staff if annual operating funds remaindered at the end of the fiscal year can be rolled into the Revolving Fund. We also asked Judy to invite Betsy McClain to attend our next meeting to explain to the Commission how funds can be added to the Revolving Fund.

MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING (MOU)

We reviewed the draft MOU circulated by Chair Strauss and agree to delete all bracketed phrases and add all bold phrases.

In addition, the following changes were made:

In Section A: Sentence is to read: The Treasurer of the Town of Hanover shall have custody of all moneys in the Affordable Housing Revolving Fund of the Commission and shall pay out the same only upon order of the Commission as authorized by a majority of the members thereof. 

In Section C:1 – add "or" after Hanover, 

In Section C:2 – add "or" after year,

In Section D – Sentences to read: This Memorandum of Understanding shall be effective as of ___. This agreement may be reviewed upon 90 days notice by either party. 

Motion made by Reynolds, seconded by Winter to direct the Chair to make the changes we discussed and submit the MOU in its revised form to the Selectboard representative for her to circulate informally with the Town management for their review and suggestions. Motion carried. 

SCHOOL STREET REDEVELOPMENT STUDY – FALL, 2009

Strauss circulated a draft proposal regarding the School Street Redevelopment Study that was originally proposed several months ago, then postponed. After discussion, Bruce Altobelli agreed to ask Twin Pines to help us put together a study that would summarize the ‘present time’ impact of Gile Hill. This study would be presented to the Planning and Selectboard, then the general public, the purpose of which is to start an awareness campaign on the persisting need for more homes affordable to working families in Hanover. With the awareness campaign, we expect to reignite interest on the part of citizens to help us find creative ways to meet that need.
