On behalf of the Women’s Network of the Upper
Valley (WNUYV), I am delighted to invite you to
participate in our 2006-7 Program. It begins on
Tuesday, October 17" with our traditional fall
reception to welcome potential new members and
to catch up with friends after summer break.

As many of you know, the WNUYV was founded
in 1979. Its original purpose was to provide a
forum for the exchange of information to enhance
women’s professional lives.
